A thought from the Secretary of Atworth
Independent Church ... Thinking about the
interest in the name of the village magazine, |
turned to names, the Bible and hymns.

Do names redly matter? In Genesis
chapter2vs19& 20 Adam has an onerous task
“out of the ground the Lord God formed every
beast of the field and every bird of the air, and
brought them to Adam to see what he would
cal them. And whatever Adam called each
living creature, that was its name. So Adam
gave names to al cattle, to the birds of the air,
and to every beast of thefield”.

Later in Genesis God changed the name of
Abram to Abraham: “for | have made you a
father of many nations’. Jacob became Israel
because “he struggled with God, and with man,
and have prevailed”.

In the book of Daniel, some of the Children of
Israel were being taken captive to the land of
Babylon (present day Irag).

Atworth History Group

Our October speaker was John Chandler,
author of many books on Wiltshire, and no
stranger to the History Group.

In his tak, ‘The Country Parson’s Flock’,
he described life in the parishes of
Bemerton and Fugglestone, near Salisbury,
at the time when George Herbert, a cousin
of the Earl of Pembroke of Wilton House,
was parson there in the 17" century. He
attended Trinity College, Cambridge and
was elected public orator, a post of some
authority. He became well-known in a
literary circle and could have moved on to a
career offering tempting possibilities.
Instead, he became the clergyman of
Bemerton and the neighbouring parish of
Fugglestone. He was a literary genius who
wrote poetry, some of which is well-known
today as hymns. When he and his wife and
three nieces, who had recently been
orphaned, came to Bemerton rectory it was
almost uninhabitable

Most of his parishioners were tenant
farmers and ordinary field-workers, ‘thick
and heavy, and hard to raise to a point of
zeal, and fervency and need a mountain of
fire to kindle them ... .", but he was to
make a huge impression on those under his
pastora care. As he waked and rode
around his parishes and made his weekly
visit to the Cathedral in Salisbury, he would

have seen ‘his flock most naturaly as they
are, wallowing in the midst of their affairs'.
They came to love his Matins and Evensong,
when he would ‘give them stories and
sayings they will remember’ rather than a
long sermon.

John Chandler has delved into family
histories of George Herbert’'s parishioners,
and he gave us a picture of the kind of
people who lived there, including the man
called the hayward, who was responsible for
the repair of fences and enclosures, which
was important for the retention of cattle on
the village common. There may have been a
cottage Industry of cloth making, as there
was a fulling mill, where cloth was spun in
fuller's earth to remove oil and grease. A
significant event in the village was the
boundary walk, when picnics were prepared
for the poor people and village boys were
expected to memorise the boundary sites.

During the last months of his life, George
Herbert wrote ‘A Priest to the Temple' or
‘The Country Parson’, which was an
autobiography and an analysis of his flock.
It offered practical advice to country
parsons, insisting that they should take
special care of their churches and that all
things should be tidy and uniform. His
rectory became a home ‘on which al the
