District Council Report 

June was a busy month in and out of the 
Council Chamber, with two full Councils at 
County & District.  

Residents have contacted me about parking 
problems in Atworth & Whitley. Parking on 
footways and near junctions is causing 
concern. I am grateful to the police for taking 
action in the form of a friendly word.  

As from next year the District Council will 
take over the policing of parking, and will 
have the power to issue parking tickets on the 
streets of West Wiltshire. This is already the 
case in North Wilts, Kennett and Salisbury.  

I have been working with the Housing 
Society to set up a Tenants & Residents 
Association for Mount Pleasant & Fleetwood 
Rise. However after the Society contacted all 
tenants we only had one interested party 
which was insufficient so we have had to 
abandon the idea, which is a pity as we could 
have tapped into funds for many estate 
improvements and now that funding is lost. 
However we are still working on a TARA for 
Eden Grove and if we can get this running it 
is hoped to get funding for different projects.  

It is great news that Atworth school now has 
a travel plan and I understand that as from 
September we have a walking bus from the 
bottom of Atworth to school. The good news 
is now that we can tap into extra funding for 
minor highway improvements and I have 
already thrown my support behind a crossing.

Environmentally Speaking 

It is wise to stop putting out bird-food whilst 
fledglings are being taught by parent birds 
how to stay alive. Young birds must first 
learn to find food in the countryside. If young 
birds are shown garden bird-feeders by parent 
birds they presume that the feeders hold their 
natural source of food, and become poor 
foragers. We must help them stay alive by 
NOT feeding them when natural food is 
plentiful in fields and hedgerows. It is good 
to put out bird food, especially nuts and 
seeds, in the late Autumn in poor weather.    
Atworth is surrounded by farm land, which 
provides plentiful seeds, berries, small 
mammals, etc. Enticing young wild birds 
with artificial sources of food supply  can be 
detrimental to nature. The most important 
help we can provide is drinking water. Like 
humans, birds can not survive without water.   
A bird bath will attract the most delightful 
variety of birds to your garden. CATS are 
their worst predators.

Parish Council Visit the Police 
Headquarters, Devizes 

In June, a group of our village representatives 
had a rare experience – to visit the 
Emergency Calls HQ, observe the remarkable 
system, and watch dedicated Call Operators 
at work. The experience was a privilege and 
we now understand the extreme financial 
constraints that cause delays for the public 
trying to use the Police Contact number. The 
999 service isn’t affected by delays. 

Force Operations Officer Roger Buller 
appealed for community  assistance: “Please 
report anything out of the ordinary, at any 
time”. For instance, paperwork delivered to 
households by commercial callers should be 
put into the box in the garage, with a note of 
the address to which it was delivered. If you 
receive a letter saying you have won anything 
you must realise that there is a catch: they are 
after your money.  

Remember – lock your back door before you 
open your front door: an excellent way of 
preventing pairs of criminals getting in. 

Keep the number on hand: 0845 408 7000. 
There is a new telephone system starting in 
an effort to prevent delays. The Police 
receive between 500 and 600 calls a day.
