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Environmentally Speaking

There was a time when many hedgehogs
were observed trundling around gardens
in Atworth in early evenings. Regarded
as the gardenerés f
has a great appetite for slugs.

Sadly, with the introduction of gravel gar-
dens, we see fewer hedgehogs. Even
worse, the hedgehog is nationally teeter-
ing on the edge of becoming an Endan-
gered Species. Due to the changing cli-
mate, hedgehogs are not hibernating,
and in consequence they are using up
their energy and becoming less able to
find food. We can help i by providing
piles of undisturbed leaves in a garden
corner. Look out for baby hedgehogs,
which can be killed by cats. If you find a
hedgehog in distress, place it carefully
into a cardboard box and telephone the
RSPCA.

November saw the arrival of beautiful
Field Fares and Redwings from Northern
Europe. Their chuntering calls as they
rested in trees was delightful. Watching
them drink from bird baths one could see
how tired they were, slowly taking up wa-
ter for five or six minutes at a time. Water
is essential for all birds T more essential
than food, so please consider installing a
bird bath in your garden, and enjoy the
result!
