FIREWORKS BE SAFE NOT

SORRYE é Your Safety: Our Priority

Did you know that fireworks cause hundreds of avoidable injuries every year. In the last five

years (2000-2004) 5,647 people were hurt and required hospital treatment. In the same period
there were two deaths. In 2004 there were 1,160 injuries. In 2004 the highest number of injuries

T 590171 occurred at family or private parties, followed by incidents in the street or other public
places and large public displays.

Government statistics show that the most common firework injuries in 2004 were caused by
rockets (283), sparklers (149) and air bombs
to happen to you, consider this. Last year around half of all injuries happened to children under
the age of 16 years of age.

Please follow the following safety code to ensure you have a happy and safe Bonfire
Night celebration:

. Only buy fireworks marked BS 7114.

Don6t drink alcohol i f
. Keep fireworks in a closed box.

. Follow the instructions on each firework.

. Light them at arms length, using a taper.

. Stand well back.

Never go near a firework
. Never put fireworks in your pocket or throw them.

. Always supervise children around fireworks.

Firework parties with family and friends have become increasingly popular in recent years.
Parties, of course, usually involve the consumption of alcohol. In fact, research shows that at
90% of firework parties in back gardens, alcohol is present.

The same research shows that 84% of respondents said that people setting off their fireworks
had consumed at least 2-3 units of alcohol (2-3 cans of beer/lager or several glasses of wine).
One respondent said he was so drunk that he had to let someone else take over the lighting of
the fireworks.

Not only does the consumption of alcohol increase the risk of injury in these circumstances, it
also affects the ability of the adults to properly supervise children during the display.

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November Editorial

You will read on page 19 of the magazine,
that the Melksham West Police Tasking
Group has held its second meeting.

The fact that the Police Service is asking
communities to set priorities is indeed to be
welcomedd after all it is tax-payer money
that provides the service.

There was a lot of discussion about
speeding through and around the villages,
and on the relative merit of graduated
speed limits (for example, 40mph on the
Bath side of the A365 beyond the current
30mph signs), placement of the speed
camera van, the use of hand-held radar
meters, and on the provision of illuminated
speed warning displays. How each of these
provisions is funded may influence their
availability.

Unnecessary vehicle noise caused by
deliberate bad acceleration practice and in-
car entertainment systems may be treated
as anti-social behaviour, and can be
reported.

The lack of a safe footpath on the Bath side
of the village up to the Farm Shop
(including from the bus stops before it)
discourages walking and encourages car
use too. It was suggested that the district
and county council and councillors might
see this as a greater priority if residents
were to lobby them about it.

The problems caused by a small amount of
poor behaviour around parts of the villages
were also discussed. We are encouraged to
report it, when we see it.

The police team will also try to tackle the
hazards caused by lack of proper cycle
lights in the darkening evenings, and by the
use of footpaths by cyclists, and especially
when due acknowledgement of the right of
way of pedestrians is not given.

Of course it is a tiny minority that cause
these problems, and we should be glad that
the police are involving others in the setting
of their priorities.

Our autumn session opened in October
with a lively talk by Hadrian Cook, the
Education & Development Officer for the
Harnham Water Meadows Trust. These
water meadows reach into the heart of
Salisbury against the Cathedral Close and
are surrounded by the Rivers Avon and
Nadder . Constabl eds
1829, Salisbury Cathedral from the
Meadows, shows the view of the
Cathedral with the meadows in the
foreground. At that time the 17th century
system of meadows was firmly
established, but later fell into disuse with
the introduction of mechanical farming.
Most of the Harnham Water Meadows
were bought by the cathedral in 1931 and
the remaining acres were purchased by
the Trust in 1991. Today, the whole area is
managed by the Trust and is a Site of
Special Scientific Interest.

Water meadows were devised in the 17th
century as an agricultural practice to
ensure early grass for sheep in spring and
were the main source of wealth in many
areas of the country until the late 19th
century. A complex system of ditches
controlled by sluices was established and
this was designed to bring water on to the
meadows from rivers, where weirs raised
the river level. The ground was built up on
the meadows into wide ridges and water
was controlled to flow over the whole area
during winter, so that it spilled into the
ridges and then continuously flowed gently
down in thin sheets. Irrigation used the
warm chalk water and its nutrients to
encourage growth of lush early grass for
the sheep to graze on. In summer a hay
crop was taken and sheep and cattle were
put back to graze. The sheep on Harnham
Water Meadows were Wiltshire Horn
sheep and both rams and ewes had horns.
The men who worked on the meadows
were called O6drowner
very labour intensive.

In recent years the Trust has carried out a

great deal of landscape restoration and
opened up views of the meadows, so that
they resemble in part how they would have
looked in the past. Although there is
limited access to the meadows, the Town
Path can be wused to
newly developed education and
information centre at their Rose Cottage.
Also, organised walks can be arranged for
JratPROdd Siny Rage! BHildreh 9find Othe
wildlife trail particularly interesting, with
promises of sightings of water voles.
Historical, archaeological and scientific
trails are also conducted.

In the future, the Trust plans to continue
restoring and preserving the irrigation
system, continue the use of the meadows
as pastures, repair fencing, renew
hedgerows and trees and manage the
meadows to attract flora and fauna.

The History Group meets again on
Monday 5th November at 7:30pm in the
Church Hall and we shall be pleased to
welcome visitors. Our speaker will be
Kirsten Elliot, who will talk to us about the
landscape and portrait painter,
Gainsborough.

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Atworth Recreation Ground News

A reminder that the recreation ground is a
Registered Charity, and is the responsibility
of the Trustees for Atworth Village Hall.
Many people presume it is financed by a
Local Authority: it is not.

West Wilts District Council have provided a
Recreation Grant to be used to create
easier access into Atworth Recreation
Ground for prams/buggies by the
installation of a four-feet wide side gate.
This then has required slightly less wide
large metal gates (necessary for grounds
maintenance and ambulance vehicle
access). The Grant stretched to include a
second seat near to the play equipment,
and a super picnic table, specially treated
with a ten year guarantee of durability! We
are grateful to WWDC for this helpful
funding.

We ask everyone who uses Atworth
recreation ground to inform one of the
trustees or a parish councillor if they find
any damage to the equipment, at any time.
In September the infant swing seats were
damaged by knife cuts into the rubber
protectiond a totally mindless act of
damage/vandalism (and our WPCSO
would like to know who carries knives).
Remember that a note can be placed into
the police box in the Bear Garage to report
anti-social or similar behaviour.

Infant Play Equipment: John Day has
carried out superb renovation work to the
popular recreation ground play tower and
we thank him sincerely for his time and
expertise on a complicated exercise.

The Village Hall: exterior has been
repainted by Pete Sullivan, and we thank
Pete for an excellent job.

The three priorities as decided by Melksham
West are as follows;-

1. ASB This item was carried over from the
last quarter as the issues in Eden Grove are
ongoing with a large group of youths/adults
with mopeds gathering in the street. This now
includes Bath Road, Atworth where a small
group of youths/adults are believed to be
perpetrators of minor criminal damage and
general ASB.

2. Speeding Also carried over from the last
quarter. There are still concerns at The
Common, Broughton Gifford. Bath Road,
Atworth, Top Lane and Corsham Road,
Whitley and Purlpit and given that the NPT
regular officers are now trained in this area, it
is hoped that greater inroads can be made.

3. Cycling  This item is new this quarter, and
with the dark nights coming in it is becoming a
problem, not only because of the use of
footpaths for cycling, but the lack of proper
equipment, such as lights, on bikes. Areas of
concern are Bath Road, Atworth and Top
Lane Whitley.

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Raymond Porter 1926 - 2007

Raymond Ernest George Porter was born in
Monmouthshire in 1926. He was the great
grandson of Samuel & Eliza Porter (née
Sheppard) who married in Atworth in 1860.
The Porter family were dedicated members
of the Chapel where Samuel was
choirmaster. He also composed many
hymns. Samuel, a skilled carpenter, was
empl oyed by Lewin Ti
who lived and had his business at what was
known as o6Tittds Ya
vilage hall now stands. Lewin Titt and
Samuel made the pews for St. Michael & Al
Angel sd and the Chap
At worth someti me in
moved to Bristol where Samuel received
almost twice the wages he earned in the
village. Samuel and Eliza both died in Bristol
but their son Ernest returned them home for
burial in the Chapel yard.

Raymond Porter was born and educated in
Wales attending Abersychan Technical
School where he #Afin
He worked for Guest, Keen & Nettlefolds
and in 1953 married Mary Cox of Brighton.
In 1959 Raymond and family moved to
London where he worked as Property
Manager for the shipping company Cunard.
In 1970 when the company were about to be
taken over the family moved to South Africa
where Raymond was employed as Property
Manager for the Schlesinger organisation.
From there he went on to own his own
business retiring in 1988 when the family
emigrated to Canada. Raymond died
peacefully in August of this year with his
family around him.

About five years ago a note was found on
an Internet message board from Kay
Pedrosa who was seeking something about
her Porter ancestry. Information was
exchanged and Kay, her daughter and
parents, Raymond and Mary Porter visited
the village. Kay kindly presented the History
Group with a folder containing something of
the Porter history and the first part of the
auto-bi ography of
Ernest Charles Porter - and what a
fascinating read it is!
