Neighbourhood Watch is a system of caring
for each other, especially the elderly, and
trying to deter malpractice such as entering
property to steal valuables by deception, by
advising neighbours to use door-chains,
and telephone a friend and NOT allowing
entry to strangers, whatever their story.

Targetting the excellent Youth Shelter in
Studley Farm Lane does not achieve
anything, but takes away a local amenity.
There has been no alcohol and no drugs
connected to the shelter for two years now,
and no tell-tale signs of this. Any
miscreants indulging in such things do not
clear up their rubbish! The Shelter is visited
every day and anything that appears to
suggest wrong-use would be immediately
reported to the Police.

The Youth Shelter exists for several
community purposes — elderly people
shelter in it, and rest after walking, little
children like to play in it. Youth Club
members love their shelter and sit there all

the year round. It i
safe place, where it can be seen.
Atworth  Youth Club attracts thirty

youngsters every week and | defy anyone
who suggests that we are not providing a
top-class club, catering for every youngster
in the village over the age of ten years
should they wish to enjoy our programme,
and, sit in the shelter at any time.

March 31st. West Wiltshire Housing Soci-
ety will change their name to Selwood
Homes Ltd.

Tenants will see no change to the services
that the Society provide. | felt that | was
unable to support the name change due to
the cost which was £140,000 which
worked out £25 per tenant.

Some residents have expressed concern
at the length of time planning allocations
are taking to process. | share their con-
cerns but with regret West Wiltshire are
losing staff on a daily basis due to the un-
certainty of their jobs over re-organisation.
