I am writing in response to the article in the
May issue that described how Atworth was to
lose its mobile speed camera.

As a resident of the Bath road in Atworth, the
Melksham side, | am appalled at the speed at
which some people travel through a small
village such as Atworth. Don't get me wrong,
I'm not anti-car - | love driving and | drive to
Bristol each day to work, but driving at speeds
of 60mph, 70mph or more through a small
village like Atworth is utter madness and
shows a total disrespect for safety of the
many young children, OAPs and other
residents. | for one have noted that its
typically the same cars that see Atworth as a
race track, especially the slight incline out of
the village towards Melksham.

So, a simple answer to this problem - average
speed cameras fitted on the entry and exit to
the village. Of course, | have little idea about
the costs of this but | for one would be happy
for the money taken from the idiots who

persist at driving as such dangerous speeds
to be used to fund the initial expenditure
required and the ongoing costs.

Can anyone explain why this would not be a
good idea?
