In my small business, | usually find that
each week | deal with one or two local
residents in connection with their
computing problems, and one issue that
comes up repeatedly is the very poor
broadband downspeed which we receive
in Atworth. Nearly everyone receives only
the minimum speed of 512kbps, whereas
a few miles away in either direction
(towards Bathford or Melksham) the
speed rapidly increases to 7 or 8mbps
(nearly 16 times faster) for no additional
cost. This is simply due to the failure of
telecoms companies (mainly BT) to
invest in high speed cabling from
Melksham to Atworth.

Grist, from AMercy
-based organisation, founded in 1978 by
Don and Deyon Stevens. Their purpose is to
take their ship, which is a floating hospital,
to countries where the population is very
poor and has little access to medical and
surgical care. Thanks to an army of
volunteers, some of whom have been with
the organisation for 20 years or so, and with
the help of donations of goods and money,
they are able to perform thousands of
operations per year and help people who
would otherwise be in constant pain,
disfigured or dying. Examples of procedures
carried out are cataract removals and cleft
lip/palate repairs. They usually spend about
8 months moored in one place, so that they
can follow up the treatment of people who
have received operations. They have also
set up, in Liberia, a clinic to help limbless
people and another to help women who
