The Neighbourhood Policing Team

There are incidents to report since my last
article: First, reported in the July issue there
was the collision which demolished the wall

and O6bus stop on June

clearly show how lucky it was that no-one was
injured. After that collision a car was taken off
the road for not having valid insurance and a
driver was reported for careless driving. The
Neighbourhood Policing Team (NPT) are
aware of concerns over speeding and will look
to provide future high visibility speed checks.

A theft of 2 large black flower tubs from an
address in Bath Road was reported to the
Police on Monday 8th June. We have not
heard of any further reports of this kind but
around Melksham | have seen other thefts of
high value plant pots from outside homes.

There was a break-in and theft of garden
machinery from an outbuilding at Chalfield
Manor. Other local areas have been targeted
so if you have high value garden machinery,
lock it up securely and postcode mark it.

We have had more reports of damage at the
youth club; a door handle was prised off
overnight on Wednesday 1st July. This is the
third incident of this kind in as many months
at the youth club. Local NPT have been
patrolling and have spoken with residents and
local youngsters but we do not know who is
responsible. Unfortunately we are unable to
patrol 24/7 and | have discussed with Mavis
King, the Youth Club leader, a call for more
active patrols by residents in the evening. We
are not asking for residents to put themselves
in a confrontational situation but if residents
were to turn in to the area of the Youth Club
every now and then on their way home for
example, it may deter mindless vandalism!
