We were honoured to have a return visit
on November 2nd from Dr Alan Dodge,
Chairman of the Freshford History Society,
to speak on fAThe Hi
This could have been a rather wide
subject, or simply the history of Atworth
Church, so at the start Dr Dodge explained
that it would be
of the Church of

We were shown slides of some beautiful
early Norman Churches still in their
original form of a simple nave and
separate chancel, with narrow windows,
and how these early churches evolved
either by alteration or with new buildings,
so that windows became larger to admit
more light, and side aisles were added to
increase the capacity. As the services
were in Latin, which was incomprehensible
to the majority of the population, the
interior walls were painted with pictures
from the scriptures to help people
understand and remember the Biblical
stories. Most of these wall paintings were
covered up in later years, but many
remain, or have been rediscovered when
churches have been restored, and we
were shown fascinating slides of these
from all over the country.

Ecclesiastical parishes had evolved from
early time. Originally Atworth had been
part of the Bradford on Avon parish, but as
communities grew Vvisiting priests were
appointed, and a new priest was
supported by tithes collected from within
their area. In turn they then had to pay a
tenth of their tithe income to Rome.

The Reformation brought major changes.
The portion of the tithe previously paid to
Rome was taken by the Crown under the
new laws put forward by Henry VI,
although this was returned much later
under t he
Bounty. The Bible was translated into
English, and Church services were held in
English and there was a greater
understanding of them. The wall pictures
were no longer required to teach the

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congregation, and they were whitewashed
over. The Book of Common Prayer was
published, and Holy Communion was only
compulsory on 3 occasions each year
