The next slide depicted the only fire
plaque in Atworth. It was installed on The
Butchers Arms before the County Council
took over responsibility for the fire
service. Insurance companies operated
their own fire engines for use only on
houses displaying such fire plaques.

We saw many objects and buildings
which have been demolished or removed
from the pari sh, s
lodge on the South Wraxall Road. When
the house fell into disrepair, lead was
stolen from the roof and the house was
bulldozed to the ground. Her roses still
bloom in the hedge which surrounded her
property. The walled pump opposite
Pump Row in Bradford Road collapsed
and was buried on the spot. Poplar trees,
planted near the ford in Bath Road were
removed and new ones were planted in
Bradford Road on the boundary of Poplar
Farm. Various trees and ivy are no longer
to be found in the church yard and the
lamp no longer hangs at its entrance.
