In Dulwich Picture gallery there is a
portrait by Gainsborough of two beautiful
ladies, Mrs. Sheridan and Mrs Tickell, the
Linley sisters. Our speaker was fascinated
by it many years ago and his talk was
about them and their family. They were
the daughters of Thomas Linley who had
eight children who followed their father's
musical talents. Thomas, the father, (born
1732) was a composer, teacher, and
promoter and his children were promoted
as child stars. Bath was the ideal place to
promote music so he moved there with his
wife (8 years older and known only for
being extremely mean). Elizabeth the
oldest girl became renowned for her
lovely voice and there is a story that a
bullfinch actually sang with her.

We were shown pictures of the family and
some songs and orchestral music
composed by the Linleys were played to
illustrate what their talents were.

One son, also Thomas, was a better
composer than his father, composing
many duets for his sisters. He also played
the oboe and sang. He was born the
same year as Mozart and there is a letter
from Mozart which says that Linley may
be a better composer than him. Sadly he
died aged 22 in a boating accident.

Another son William was a composer but
went to India, made money, and
supported the family. He made time to
write a novel, Forbidden Apartments.
Ozias, a less talented son, taught at
Dulwich College and through his records
kept by the college the family history is
recorded, and presumably he left the
famous portrait now hanging there. He
was very absent-minded but also
managed to be a canon of Norwich
Cathedral. Jane, a younger sister was not
musical, was left behind aged 4 when the
family moved to London, and after being
unhappy in love died young. Maria did
sing publicly after Elizabeth married and is

recorded as performing | know that my
redeemer liveth but she died at 20. Sam
was a child star, but joined the navy and
died aged 18. A servant of his gave
notice. Her name was Emma Hart, who
subsequently married Sir William Hamilton
and became Nelson's mistress. Mary, the
partner of Elizabeth in the picture and in
performance, was witty and a good
correspondent to her sister-in-law,
Sheridan's sister. She married Tickell who
was a hopeless drunk but nevertheless
stopped her singing as it was not proper
for married ladies to perform in public.
She died aged 29.

Elizabeth was the real star and like
todaydés celebrities
gossip and rumour in the press. The Bath
Chronicle records some stories. She
certainly flited with married men. 'The
Maid of Bath' was a play written about
her. At the age of 16 she was sent with
the Sheridan (aged 19) to France and
maybe they married there although
because of her age it was invalid. Soon
after she did get married to him and he
again stopped her singing in public.
However he made money by ‘selling'
invitations to private functions. They were
very much in the social whirl which
included the Prince Regent. Sheridan
wrote his plays and became an MP. There
is no proof but some say that Elizabeth
may have written the plays because the
manuscript is in her writing. As was
commonplace they both had affairs and
when she died at 38 it was said she was
exhausted. Quite a family!

A question elicited that Viscount Linley is
related, if indirectly and then a vote of
thanks for the entertaining talk was given
by Betty Harvey who was presented to her
future in-laws in a room where there was
a large portrait of Elizabeth Sheridan. She
asked about it and was told there was a
family connection. An amazing
coincidence.
