Atworth Parish Council 

We have just received our council tax bill 
2009/10010 and have noted that the 
overall increase in the charge is 3.9%. 

Obviously in the current economic climate, 
any increase in our costs needs scrutiny, 
especially by pensioners who are tied 
more to the RPI than the CPI and are also 
suffering a loss of deposit interest. 

We note particularly that the parish 
council element has gone up by 25.6%. In 
money terms the parish element only

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Atworth History Group  

Our History Group Chairman, David 
Webb introduced Mr Terry Lee to speak 
at May our meeting on ñWrenôs Legacy, - 
St Paulôs Cathedralò 

Mr Lee had been a restorer of old 
buildings generally before he was 
appointed as Clerk of Works to St Paulôs, 
a position he held for 5 years. He was 
able to investigate the form of 
construction, particularly of the Dome, 
and other ways in which Sir Christopher 
Wrenôs ideas were translated into the 
beautiful cathedral we know today. 

The old cathedral of St Paul had a spire 
that was higher than the spire at 
Salisbury, but the building was almost 
completely destroyed in the Great Fire of 
London, leaving only some columns 
designed by Inigo Jones, and a statue of 
John Donne which is still in the current 
building. Following the fire the King 
decreed that a replacement should be 
built, and Wren was chosen to submit 
designs. Wren had been born in East 
Knoyle, and was not an artist, as some 
claim, but an astronomer, surveyor and 
mathematician. His first design was 
rejected, but then came the design for 
the present building. The west façade 
incorporates columns which reflect the 
earlier columns of Inigo Jones, and the 
whole façade is of Portland Stone. 

The construction of the Dome is 
particularly interesting. Wren wished this 
to be self supporting, as is the case with 
Brunelleschiôs earlier dome in Florence.  
To achieve this, at the base is a chain of 
cast iron segments with rings cast into 
them, which are then held together with 
pegs. With the Domeôs weight the whole 
ring is now in tension, and when restoring 
the Dome it was deemed expedient not 
to disturb the chain in case it all flew 
apart!  To protect the chain from rust and 
the elements it had been encased in a 

lead putty mix, and despite health and 
safety restrictions a similar mix was used 
up to ensure a further 300 years life. 

Underneath the Dome, at floor level, is a 
brass centreplate, and a plumb-bob can 
be suspended from the middle of the 
Dome which shows an amazing amount 
of movement of the whole building on a 
North/South axis, tilting 4 inches to the 
north and 3 inches to the south.  This is 
due to the building having been 
constructed on London clay, and this 
rocking movement with a full 7 inches on 
the pendulum can be completed within a 
24 hour cycle.  However as the fulcrum of 
this ñpendulumò is over 500 feet higher 
than the base the actual angle of 
movement is relatively small. 

St Paulôs suffered slight war damage to 
the south side of the apse, which resulted 
in a new Altar of Sicilian marble and 
wooden Baldochino. The pulpit is also 
relatively modern, but both this and the 
Baldochino reflect Grinling Gibbons wood 
carvings which adorn the choir seats. 

Wrenôs ideas as to internal decoration 
have been altered over the years.  
Originally he wished the inside of the 
Dome to be covered in mosaic, but this 
was ruled as being too like St Peterôs in 
Rome, so Thornhill was commissioned to 
produce the paintings we see today. The 
Victorians also introduced much 
decoration, such as to the ceilings, which 
Wren wanted a plain white, and added a 
further iron balustrade to the Whispering 
Gallery, no doubt pre-empting todayôs 
health and safety! Equally Wren had built 
with clear glass in the windows, and the 
current glazing is largely Victorian. 

The talk and slides were a remarkable 
insight into not  just one work of this great 
architect, but also the zest and love of his 
work of our speaker, Terry Lee, to whom 
Bernard Kain proposed a vote of thanks. 

Bernard Kain , Atworth History Group 
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the Organiser of the Club delivered a 
report on the yearôs activities and the 
range of facilities and activities available. 
The Report is available from the Youth 
Club.
