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Those Who Served 
 

Kenneth Arlett  

Aged 18 Kenneth joined and served with 
the 6thAirborne Division. Ken recalls: 

ñAfter training we went up through France 
and two days before Christmas we were 
sent over the Ardennes to assist the 
Americans where we fought for six to 
seven weeks. We then came home to 
prepare for another operation named 
óVarsityô.ò This was to be a joint British-
American operation to drop two airborne 
divisions behind the German lines. The 
British Division was ordered to capture 
two towns and secure three bridges over 
the River Issel. 

Under the command of the US Airborne 
Corps the 6th were involved in one of the 
largest airborne lifts ever attempted. 
Arriving on the drop zone they suffered 
great losses, however, having landed the 
Division captured all of their objectives.ò 

Kenneth continued ï ñWe were dropped 
over the Rhine and went up through 
Germany until the end of the war. After 
the Division was disbanded I was posted 
to another regiment and went all over 
Germany. For a short time with the 
occupation troops I took turns in guarding 
Rudolph Hess at Spandau Barracks.ò 

Walter (Wally) Beall  

In 1943 Walter joined the Royal Navy 
and during his service he saw action in 
the North Atlantic and in the Normandy 
Landings. Wally recalled ï ñI was a 
Wireman and Port Oerlikon gunner on 
LCT 836 (Landing Craft Tank). We 
started out from Dartmouth carrying 6 
tanks also a Jeep with a battery of 
machine guns on a trailer. We also had in 
tow an American Landing Craft Infantry. 
50 American airborne engineers were on 

board who were to go on to blow up the 
tank obstacles on UTAH beach. The 
skipper of the Landing Craft was a tall 
Texan who wore revolvers on his hips. 

As we came to the Isle of Wight, we 
received a signal to say the invasion was 
cancelled due to the weather, but after 
turning back for a couple of hours the 
signal was rescinded and we rejoined all 
the flotillas heading for France. We went 
backwards and forwards over the next 
few weeks (always with Americans) from 
Portland and Southampton to UTAH/
OMAHA, Le Havre and Cherborg.ò 

Wally (pictured above) enjoys woodwork 
and has made several memorial seats ï 
one in the grounds of Salisbury Cathedral 
and one for Bowood House, both for the 
Normandy Veterans Association.  

Each year, around D Day, Wally visits the 
town of Arromanches-Les-Baines in 
France, the heart of the area where the 
Normandy landings took place. Wally 
made and presented two carved stools to 
the town commemorating D Day 1944 - 
one is in the Mayorôs Parlour and the 
other in the Hotel Pappagal.
