It was sad news to learn that two house-
holds in Bradford Road were broken-into 
during the summer and precious items 
stolen.  

Whilst there are very few ways of stop-
ping professional criminals, householders 
must pay some attention to their insur-
ance.  Insurance companies will only pay 
out if insurance is adequate and up-to-
date.  

The minimum threshold rate has been 
raised in recent years meaning that there 
could be no pay-out, or at best, just a 
proportion of the cost of replacement. 
Advice therefore is to check your insur-
ance cover now.

Environmentally Speaking 

As autumn approaches, leaves will fall.   
Gather them into a heap in a corner of 
your garden and leave for small 
invertebrates which in turn the garden 
birds and hedgehogs will use as 'larders'.  
Hedgehogs too, will sleep in the warmth 
of a leaf heap. Add small pieces of old 
wood and cover with leaves.  

You may well find that in the spring you 
have helped provide a habitat for rare 
beetles including the stag beetle which 
has become an Endangered Species.   
For the first time ever, these strange and 
wonderful insects have been located 
near to Atworth recreation ground - no 
doubt due to fallen boughs that have 
been left to rot under parts of the 
hedging. Stag beetles can only survive 
on old wood left undisturbed.

Gardening as in the Olden Days 

Volker Stiens of Atworth is researching 
gardening practices, as in the olden days. 
He is focussing on how gardeners fought 
pests and disease before chemical 
pesticides were introduced. 
Anyone who knows of pest control in those 
days, passed on by parents or 
grandparents, is welcome to contact Volker 
with information. He is not looking for 
scientific knowledge, rather for experience 
and skills that have been passed on from 
generation to generation, before chemical 
pesticides were widely available. Even if  
you just remember one way of fighting a 
pest or a disease in the vegetable garden a 
contact would greatly appreciated.  
The aim is to find out more of what was 
done in the olden days and see what might 
help future generations manage their 
gardens and allotments organically with 
knowledge that is partly lost. 
The best way to contact Volker is via email 
friendsofthehoneybee@googlemail.com or 
call 01225 705684 (please leave a 
message with your number.
