On Monday 1st March over 40 members
gathered to hear Jane Howells talk about
MNurses in Victorian Salisburyo6 . Jane
Edi tor of t he
and lives in Salisbury but she had not
appreciated how far it is over the Plain to
Atworth .

However, she quickly assembled her
overhead projector, gathered her notes and
was soon explaining about nurses in the 19th
century, in particular those who worked in
Salisbury Infirmary. In the early part, middle
and upper class people were usually nursed
at home, the nurses in the Infirmary being of
very low calibre, most could not be trusted,
were immoral and often had drink problems.
Nevertheless by the 1840s a slow
improvement in the quality of nurses was
evident in that they had to be able to read
and write, although this caused problems
with recruitment.

Thi s was t he ti me Fl
efforts to improve the training and conditions
of nurses became evident, and although she
did not apparently visit Salisbury Infirmary in
this period her influence was clearly seen.
She lived in the family house at Embley Park
some 15 miles away near Romsey and was a
close friend of the Member of Parliament for
Salisbury (Sidney Herbert of Wilton House)
who was the War Minister at the time of the
Crimean War in the 1840s. .

Towards the latter part of the century, it
became more important to select a better
qualified and experienced Matron. In 1873 an
advertisement was thus placed, but it clearly
stated that that no married person or those
with  child would be considered. All
applications were made in public via the local
newspaper as well as the decision and
discussions of the governors.

By the late 1800s staff were recruited from all
over the country and a much improved
standard of nurse was employed. However, a
strict regime was enforced and staff were
even given notice for such things as bad
language and drink related behaviour. In
1877 the salary for the matron was £70 per
year , but all the rest of the staff (nurses and
domestic), shared £270 between them.
Accommodation for the nurses was also
considered inadequate and in 1897 a new

Our February talk, by Alan Weston of the
Bobby Van Trust was as interesting and
informative as any | have heard for a long
time.

The Trust was started by Nottingham
University and has been working in Wiltshire
since 1998. Mr Weston is not a policeman,
but a crime prevention officer, and also a
carpenter. The idea
homes after a break-in and see how it was
achieved, and to upgrade the security so that
it will not happen again. In addition the
damage can be repaired, and the
householder taught how to use their burglar
alarm or other security measures, such as a
chain on the door. Many people have good
security measures, but do not know how to
use them. Victim support is also a large part
of the help that is given, including to domestic
violence victims.

There are three vans in Wiltshire, supported
by Police, Fire Service, Health Authority, and
Age Concern. It costs £250,000 per year to
keep them on the road, a part of which
comes from charitable donations. They also
supply smoke detectors, do fire risk
assessments and point out fire hazards.

The officer can also advise on places to hide
spare keys and valuables, and for the
housebound a keypad safe can be installed
outside the house so that emergency
services and carers can be given the code so
that they can obtain access in an emergency.

We were also shown various personal alarms
in the shapes of keyrings, some of which
were modern enough to appeal to teenagers!
There did not seem to be any form of safety,
personal or otherwise, not covered.

A Spring Recipe

Autumn 2009 are still available to buy.

8oz white flour; 1 teaspoon ground
cinnamon; 1 teaspoon baking powder;
40z soft spread/butter; 20z soft brown
sugar; 1 beaten medium egg; 1 peeled,
cored, and diced, large cooking apple.

Set the oven to 375F (gas mark 5).
Sift the flour, cinnamon, baking powder,
in a bowl.
Rub in the butter/spread.
Stir in the sugar and apple pieces.
Lastly stir in the egg.
Mould into 10 or 12 heaps and place on
a Baking Sheet.
Bake in the middle of the oven for 20-25
minutes.
