With 
Government cut-backs looming ever  
closer, constabularies recognise that 
Communities caring for themselves and 
creating Neighbourhood Watch groups is 
the way forward. 

Melksham Area Community Safety Group 
which includes Atworth  are organising a 
special Neighbourhood Watch morning in 
Assembly Rooms, Melksham, on Saturday 
11th September.  Bacon Rolls, coffee and 
tea,  will be available from 7:30-9:00am to 
entice people to attend early so as not to 
disturb their Saturday too much. 
Comments on community policing, on 
Neighbourhood Watch, insurance 
advantages, signs, will be invited. There 
will be a demonstration of Speed Watch, 
and ten minute plays performed by an 
excellent  group who specialise in re-
enacting doorstep crime.  Invitations will be 
delivered to all our present Neighbourhood 
Watch Volunteers (15 people) and if 
anyone else would like to attend for an 
hour, please telephone me, Mavis, 01225 
702495.  

Our village has been suffering from crime 
and the police can explain and illustrate 
how simple it is for communities to be 
watchful, and report in any small incident 
they may fleetingly notice. Thanks go to Mr 
Noizet, Bradford Road Printers, when he 
happened to hear the sound of breaking 
glass. We understand that  a person has 
been detained. 

We are assured that a community which is 
Neighbourhood Watch covered is less 
likely to have a high crime rate. Atworth is 
not totally covered, but we have a small 
pocket of valiant people who pass on 
information to neighbours. More are 
needed.

It was kind of Tessa Calnan to write in to 
the AV Magazine with appreciation for 
Atworth Recreation Ground. A small group 
of Atworth residents spend time each 
week to either attend to matters or arrange 
for contractors to cover tasks.  It does take 
'time' but we get pleasure and satisfaction  
from our achievements. 

We wish more users would read the few 
signs on display: 'NO footballs nor cycling 
in the Tennis Court' is frequently ignored 
by adults and children. Both activities 
damage the court surface and the net and 
mesh. The Rec' is part of the Village Hall 
Charity, and we do not have money for 
replacement of expensive facilities. 

As to the three 'humpsô which are oh so 
popular, they cost nothing! When Ken & 
Mavis moved into Atworth, there was a call 
for more activity facilities in the rec'. They 
had raised funds for play equipment in 
their previous village, including the 
installation of safe grass slopes suitable 
for running/cycling. Atworth Parish Council 
and the Village Hall Committee gave 
permission to Mavis & Ken to install the 
three humps. Dimensions and placement 
plans were as used in their Kent project. 
Building Godwins Close had just 
commenced. The builders were 
approached and they kindly delivered all 
the under-spoil which was beautiful field 
earth, into the Rec'. With instruction from 
Ken, they provided the machinery and 
driver to create the safe gradient and 
ensure the distance apart was also safe. 
When the soil had settled (three months) 
grass seed was purchased and spread by 
committee members. So  Atworth Rec has 
a wonderful 'natural' facility for no more 
than the cost of a bag of grass seed!  NB. 
Parents, you can help by pulling up any 
nettles or thistles that appear on the 
humps - this will be much appreciated by 
the children.

Since last month the WI have been very 
busy.  

Maureen Cooke has been to Denman 
College for an acrylic painting day and 
Elizabeth Marsden and Jean Kain  for a 2
-day Photoshop course. We all brought 
our work to show to the members, as we 
had all been lucky enough to have 
bursaries. Ten members had been on a 
very interesting day out to Salisbury, 
where we had a tour of the City in the 
morning, and in the afternoon went round 
the Cathedral and Sir Edward Heathôs 
house, Arundells, in the Close. A 
marvellous day, with Arundells the 
highlight. Also, some members had been 
on a walk at Bowood to see the 
rhododendrons. 

The meeting started with a report from 
the Shaw & Whitley delegate to the WI 
AGM at Cardiff. She had not been 
looking forward to it, but said in fact it 
was really quite interesting and good fun.   

The resolution about food labelling was 
passed with a 98% vote in favour. John 
Bercow had been invited to speak as it 
was the 750th anniversary of the House 
of Commons, but was too busy and so 
appeared on video link, hoping not to be 
booed like Tony Blair 10 years ago.  
Other speakers were Parry Jones, 
Director of Heysham Power Station, Tim 
Schmidt on how he raised money for the 
Eden Project and Lee Durrell, widow of 
Laurence. Finally they were entertained 
by Only Men Aloud. 

Our speaker, Susan Waldron, had come 
to tell us about Crafts of the Waterways.  
She had lived on a narrow boat for 5 
years, but sadly had had to give up for 
health reasons. 

The earliest dyke in the country was the 
Fosse Dyke, built by the Romans, and 
rights of navigation on the waterways are 

mentioned in the Magna Carta. The canal 
network really grew during the industrial 
revolution, starting with the Bridgwater 
Canal south of Manchester, and are now 
about 3,000 miles, although at that time 
was only about half. The first boats were 
wooden and horse drawn, and tended to 
be decorated like stagecoaches. Now 
they are made of steel with engines. 

With the coming of the railways, trade 
dropped and work became short. Owner 
drivers had worked their boats with one 
other man and a boy, and their families 
lived ashore. They could not  now afford 
to keep a cottage as well as a boat, so 
the whole family moved aboard, where 
the living quarters were approximately 6 
feet 6 by 10 feet. The wives might 
previously have worked in the china 
factories of Staffordshire, and the painted 
woodwork and pots followed on from this 
as the rope-work and macramé had 
come from the seafarers. A  lot of lace 
was also made and samples were 
swapped for patterns. 

Susan finished by describing how lovely 
it had been to live on a working boat, 
albeit a modern one, and the birdlife and 
flowers on the canals were fantastic.   

Examples of the crafts she brought were 
beautifully made, especially the rope-
work and macramé. 

In August we have a cream tea 
(members only). We will be back in the 
village hall at 7:30pm on the 20th 
September, when Sarah Cundy from 
Wiltshire Wildlife Trust, will speak on 
ñGreener Living, Love Food, Hate 
Waste!ò.  

As usual any interested visitors will be 
welcome, £3 each but free for 
prospective members. Everyone is 
welcome to our meetings, and we have 
lots of room for new members.
