Residents were required to 'join' but now
communities can follow whatever format suits
their locality/village. In Atworth we have fifteen
community-minded residents who receive
information via the Scheme Co-ordinator
(Mavis King) and pass on the information to
their neighbours or organisations.

Mavis is looking to retire from the role of co-
ordinator. The job entails receiving local
police team emails about Internet scams,
individuals targeting the local elderly,
unscrupulous callers, or various crimes in
Atworth, and on prevention methods. This
information must then be relayed to the team
members by email or typed information
sheets, and an article compiled for Atworth
Village Magazine.

Life in the Trenches in the First World War
Mr Steve Williams

The Atworth History Group was
presented with an unusual experience at
the May meeting. Arriving to hear a talk
about life in the trenches in the First
World War, we found that we were in a
trench!

Our speaker had transformed one end of
the hall into a mock up of a trench, right
down to its sandbags and fire step. The
only thing missing was the stench!

Steve Williams (wearing full battledress
and carrying all the 60lbs of equipment)
delivered a fascinating talk about the
details of the

He examined the motives of the men who

We have a few crimes to report on and
update in Atworth over the last month.

On Saturday 22nd May 2010 just after 2100
hours we took a report of dwelling burglary in
Bath Road, Atworth where the offender was
disturbed whilst they were leaving the address
by residents who were in the rear garden. The
offender, who stole a mobile phone and wallet
from the address was challenged by residents
and was seen to make off in a car.
Investigations and positive identifications from
the eyewitnesses have led to a 31 year old
male from Trowbridge being arrested,
charged and remanded to go to court in
relation to the offence of burglary.

We have also had reports of a series of thefts
from cars within the village that all occurred
overnight from Thursday 10th-Friday 11th
June. Cars were targeted in Mead Park,
Atworth Court and Godwins Close. The car in
Mead Park had its window smashed to gain
entry where the other two cars were left
insecure. Items stolen from the cars include
laptops, sat-navs and wallets. One wallet was
later found dumped in a bin on Bath Road.
The offenders have clearly targeted vehicles
which had visible items of value left on view in
the car and | would like to use this opportunity
to remind residents and readers to lock up
and remove any valuables out of sight. If
anyone has any information on the thefts from
these cars or anything else then please getin
touch with the Police.

Finally an update on some dwelling burglaries
from last year where a 35 year old male from
Bath has recently admitted to six charges of
dwelling burglaries across a number of
counties including Wiltshire and is said to
have been responsible for nearly 105
burglaries between 2009 and 2010 These
have included 2 burglaries from July last year
in Bradford Road, Atworth and another
burglary from Bath Road in December last
year. This male was being sentenced at
Bristol Crown Courts on June 11th 2010.

We hold monthly 'Drop-in' surgeries at the
Independent Church, 12:30-1:30pm every 4th
Tuesday and Neston farm shop, 11:00am-
noon every 4th Thursday, each month. This is
