On Monday 12th April about 40 members
of the Atworth History Group were
pleased to welcome Mr Mike Stone,
Curator of the Chippenham Museum and
Heritage Centre. Mr Stone provided a very
interesting talk about the history of
Chippenham, demonstrating that the

townds roots date ba‘lelffort

and, amongst other things, that
Chippenham was an important stronghold
for the Saxon king, Alfred the Great.

Mr Stone started by showing us an aerial
photograph of Chippenham taken by
himself, which showed how the River
Avon loops over the north of the town
centre, enclosing it on three sides and
making it easy to defend from attack. Until
fairly recently, historians believed that
Chi ppenham didnodt
interest until about the 17th century.
However, in the mid
up uncovering archaeology that included
prehistoric, Roman and Saxon remains.
Recent building development in the town
centre has allowed Mr Stone and other
archaeologists to survey other areas
hitherto unexplored. We were shown a
series of aerial photographs and maps on
which the sites and some of the finds had
been marked. By happy coincidence,
many interesting items were also found on
the site of the present museum during its
restoration!

For many years it had been believed that
King Alfred had had a hunting lodge at
Chi ppenham. However
has led him to conclude that Chippenham
was probably used as a military barracks
where the king and his army spent winter,
recouping after their summer campaigns.
The layout of ditches around the town
centre is remarkably similar to those in
other known Saxon towns, including
Wareham, Bath and Winchester. The
Saxon population would have crossed a
wooden bridge to enter the town from the
north, passing through a gateway into the
marketplace. Close by was a church (on

t he site of t he proe

Church) and a palace (or longhouse),
thought to be similar to one found at
Cheddar.

Mr Stone said that despite all their
successes, there were sites that failed to
live up to expectations. One such was the
former Gaumont Cinema that was known
to,have been built on an old castle mounsg. .
Indelyb hé Poindatichd here do
huge that when the cinema was
demolished there was little left to be found
of any consequence.
After questions, Hilary Hough thanked Mr
Stone for an entertaining and informative
talk, and said that she thought everyone
there would now want to visit the museum
at Chippenham to find out more.

Since last months article we unfortunately
had another report of a dwelling burglary
in Bath Road, Atworth sometime between
the 9th & 10th May when the occupants
were not at home. This time the offender
used a garden fork that was lying around
to prise open patio doors. On entry the
offenders made a untidy search of the
address. We wish to speak with anyone
who may have any information as to who

is responsible. Dwelling burglaries are a

concern for the area of Melksham as a

whole and we continue to promote the

following safety advice:

- lock all doors and windows and double
check they are secure;

- keep valuables such as handbags,
laptop computers and mobile phones
out of reach and out of sight;

- never Leave spare keys in a hiding place
such as under a stone or plant pot
because offenders do find them;

- lock up your sheds or garages;

- start up or join a Neighbourhood Watch
(NHW) Scheme.

Everyone knows that the police are here

to fight crime, but we need your help to do

an effective job. Neighbourhood Watch (or

Home Watch as it is known in some

areas) is all about an active partnership

with the police. Neighbourhood Watch
schemes can:

- cut crime and opportunities for crime;

- help & reassure those who live in fear of
crime;

- encourage neighbourliness and closer
communities;

- provide a better place to live work & play

For those of you interested in starting up

or joining an existing scheme then please

do get in touch with me. Further details
are on the web address given below.

Another incident to report to Atworth
residents is the series of graffiti tags that
have cropped up across the village. Black
and silver marker pens were used to write
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the letters RSPM? on signs, park
benches, bus shelters and on the Youth
centre shelter. These markings have been
located between the Youth Centre and in
various locations along the road all the
way up to the bus shelter in Shaw. Graffiti
is criminal damage in the eyes of the law.
It is a permanent mark defacing signs,
Obus shelters etc
up afterwards. At present we do not know
who is responsible and we are unsure of
what RSPM? stands for but it could quite
easily be someone's initials or something
similar that is recognisable to one of the
residents out there. We have no timescale
for when these markings have shown up
but we believe they have occurred in the
past 4 weeks. If you have any knowledge
of what these markings refer to or who is
responsible then please get in touch with
me using the contact points below.
Likewise if you are aware of any other
signs of this damage occurring elsewhere
in your area then let me know.

We hold monthly '‘Drop-in' surgeries at the
Independent Church, 12:30-1:30pm every
4th Tuesday and Neston farm shop,
11:00am-noon every 4th Thursday, each
month. This is your chance to speak with
a member of your local Neighbourhood
Policing Team whether you have a query
or just want to get to know us, do pop in!

We also hold a half hour 'Police Surgery'
before the start of each Atworth Parish
Council meeting in the Village Hall.
