On Monday 1st February well over 40
members of the History Group welcomed
the second speaker of 2010. John
Girvan's talk was entitled Victorian
Inventions.

John was born and brought up in
Devizes. He is a traditional blacksmith
who runs the Canal Forge at Lower
Wharf in Devizes where he produces
specialised hot forged work and general
fabrications. He has been involved in
several TV programmes and gives
guided walks around Devizes.

The talk was a light hearted look at some
weird and wonderful inventions of the
Victorian era illustrated by slides of
engravings of the period as well as old
artefacts. We saw early attempts at flight
showing strange heavy looking objects
often powered by a be-suited gentleman
pedalling the contraption. Next were
cycles including a monocycle with a
massive wheel, a bicycle with a rider
carrying four children, and a French
tricycle which painted adverts of the road
surface as it went along. Other inventions
included trains such as an early steam
version of the monorail, paddle boats, a
ship with wheels, a sea walking costume,
various amusing shower arrangements
and so on.

Other pictures were of inventions which
changed our lives such as Edison's
electric light bulb (1880), Bell's telephone
(1877) and Pathé's phonograph. There
was a boring machine which started an
attempt to tunnel under the Channel, well
before itds ti me
looked as though few plates would
survive the cleaning process.

Many more slides were shown and then
John explained the artefacts he had
brought along with him. These included
an ultra violet ray machine, an Edison
Amberol record and a telephone.
Members were asked if they would like to
try the Galvic Electro Therapy machine
originally used in Devizes Asylum.

This month, there are several things to
report to Atworth residents. On 11th
January 2010 we had a report of damage
to a car in Mead Park, most likely
overnight. It appears to be an isolated
incident with no other reports of criminal
damage to cars occurring in the area. We
are not fully sure how the damage was
caused but as always we are calling for
anyone who has any information to come
forward and speak to the Police.

On the evening of the 19th January 2010
Police were called to assist with a single
vehicle collision in Bradford Road just as it
leaves Atworth. The car had overturned but
thankfully there were no injuries. At the
time | arrived there were already people
present and we had the assistance of a
local farmer to help turn the car upright and
move it to a safer location. Unfortunately at
the time | was unable to thank those who
helped that evening but if that was you
then please accept my belated thanks. The
driver of the car was reported for a number
of driving offences including driving without
third party insurance and driving on a
provisional licence only.

I have recently spoken with an Atworth
resident with regards to scam phone calls
where the caller has pretended to be from
the bank and was asking for personal
banking detail s t o

identity. This caller was calling from
outside of the area and research has
shown that calls from this number had
been received by residents all across the
country. The caller had access to the
residentés name,
banking details such as account number
and they would try to gain further details
from the resident. | urge everyone to be
wary of calls from people claiming to be
from your bank asking for personal details.
If you are unhappy with the call end the
conversation and make contact with your
bank direct. They will verify whether or not

the call is genuine. In this instance the
resident did end the call and made contact
with their bank who then for safety reasons
issued their client with new cards and bank
details.

The local concern that has been centred
around dog fouling in Atworth was
prioritised by the Neighbourhood Policing
Team. We have been working with the
local dog warden to seek ways to raise
awareness in relation to this matter. With
this in mind Sebastian Williams, the council
dog warden for the area, attended the last
Parish  Council meeting to answer
questions and concerns in relation to this
issue. It was a good opportunity that was
used by those present to bring these
problems, highlighted in Atworth, to the
attention of Sebastian Williams. Hopefully
in bringing up this concern we can educate
the small minority of dog walkers who
refuse to pick up after their pets.
